She lives as a
free range chinchilla in Lisa's bedroom.
Thankfully she is not a chewer and doesn't get

into the sort of trouble most chinchillas get up to
;-). Bubalulu enjoys her treats and has been
known to steal various objects that Lisa manages
to recover that have been craftily hidden under
the bed. She is often found perching on
something overlooking her kingdom. All halil
Queen Bubalulu.

Chinchillas make wonderful pets. A chinchilla is
a long-term commitment, as they can live for 15-
20 yrs (some reports say 30 yrs!) We have many
other chinchillas available for adoption. If you are
thinking of bringing a chinchilla into your family —
feel free to contact us!

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Tales from our Foster Families...
Meet Our Foster Hamsters By Reese Willis

When | first started fostering hamsters for SARS six
months ago, | thought that three syrian hamsters
would be plenty. But | quickly discovered that being
a hamster foster parent was very rewarding and
enormous fun. | liked it so much that we've ended
up with seven hamsters! Of
those seven, two are SARS
hamsters available for adoption.

| asked to foster syrian hamsters
that are biters, fearful, or
unsocialized because | wanted
to help them become
comfortable with people so
they’d have a better chance of
being adopted. I've learned that
hamsters’ personalities and
temperaments vary a lot more
than | originally thought. Each of
my hamsters has very distinct
traits and behaviours which has
been a lot of fun to discover. It
has been rewarding to watch our
hamsters’ personalities show
through once they've learned
that people aren’t out to hurt
them.

| have read every book | could
find on hamster care and almost
every one recommends that only
a confident, calm, fearless syrian
hamster should be chosen as a
pet because hammies that are
shy or skittish will bite and be
uninterested in human companionship. THIS IS
NOT TRUE! All of my scaredy-hams have turned
out to be friendly, curious, and sociable. It just
takes lots of time, patience, and understanding.
The results are wonderful for both the hamsters
and me!

Our two foster hamsters are all in need of different
kinds of homes:

Darwyn — Darwyn is the cutest little guy! He's the
most afraid hamster I've ever met. He has not
been handled at all in the past and will panic
when he sees hands coming. But he’ll jump into a
carrier no problem so | use that to transport him
to the couch to play. Once he’s out of his cage
he’s quite adventurous and he loves to climb all
over me. Darwyn could definitely
learn to trust people more, but it'll
take lots of time and patience
with him. In the meantime his
mischief is a lot of fun to watch.
Darwyn needs a home with very
gentle, patient people who can
adapt their behaviour to his
needs.

Tiny —When Tiny got here in

August he was completely

terrified of everything. He hid all

the time and would run for cover

when he saw me coming. But in

just a short time he’s mellowed
out a lot and is now a very sociable
little fellow! He's great with being
handled and he loves to come out
and play. Tiny's a very laidback
guy who seems to like a lot of time
to himself. He'd do best in a family
who could give him some attention
but also lots of peace and quiet. He
also needs a very particular kind of
cage, wheel and bedding, as he is
prone to having sore feet.

Adopting or fostering
one of these little guys is a lot of fun and the
attention and love makes such a huge difference
in their lives.

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Done with the smell of small
critters? Meet the Gerbil.

If you like small critters, but don’t care much for the
smell, then here is a pet you may want to look

The Gerbil.

Gerbils are desert animals, so they drink less then
the average small pet, because of this they smell
less and their cages don’t need to be cleaned as
often. Gerbils are social animals that do well in
same sex pairs.

Unlike hamsters who are nocturnal, gerbils are
awake in the mornings and evenings, only sleeping
when it's the hottest or the coolest parts of the day.
Their diets are very similar to most small animals;
all they need is a bit extra protein in the form of cat
or dog food or even some extra peanuts. As in the
wild they eat small bugs.

Gerbils live from 2 to 4 years, usually two and a
half or three is an average life span. Gerbils are not
known for being aggressive, and though not cuddly
pets they are definitely entertaining as they are
always on the go.

Housing a pair of gerbils is best done in an
Aquarium with a good lid. This helps stop any
drafts that could make the animal sick, and it also
make it so there are no bars to chew wrecking the
animals teeth. Also aquariums are easy to clean,
just dump them out and give them a wipe. An
adequate size is 10 gallons.

So if you are looking for an amusing, sweet natured
and most importantly, not sticky new pet, a gerbil
may be for you. Check out the SARSBC Website
for animals for adoption and links to gerbil
information and care.

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Aék the Animals

Q: I've heard that | can litter box train my rabbit? Is
this true? How can | do this?

A: This is absolutely true — most rabbits can be litter
trained with a little time, patience, and diligence. Litter
box training your rabbit will allow you to give your
rabbit more freedom during play time, without having
to worry about little “mistakes”!

First, it is important to box train you rabbit in its cage
initially. This will give him or her their first set of tools
and lessons that he or she can apply when out during
play time. In order to do this, observe you rabbit
carefully- your bun will tend to urinate in one specific
area of its cage. Watch for telltale signs — backing up
and raising its tail. Once you have found this spot
(often a corner) — place a litter box with suitable litter
here. Often placing some hay inside will encourage
your rabbit to use its box. At this point — many rabbits
will automatically use their litter box faithfully.

Once your bun is doing this successfully, it's time to
train outside of the cage. To do this (and these tips
can be applied to the cage as well), place a litter box
in a suitable corner. Then, restrict your buns space so
that he/she only has access to the litter box and a
body length of “carpet space”. This sets your bun up
for success — he/she, is forced to use the litter box.
You can restrict access using NIC panels as barriers,
or an X-Pen. If he or she slips up, restrict the space
once more and reinforce successes with treats.
Punishing your bun (with a loud noise for example)
will often be ineffective — as the bun will be unable to
connect it with what he or she has done. Instead,
simply shuffle him into the box and watch more
carefully for signs your rabbit is about to *go* (tail up).
If you see him doing this out of the box, quickly and
gently shuffle him into the box. Then, once your bun is
using the box consistently expand the space gradually
— at each stage ensuring the bun is still using the box.
You will learn when you can trust your bun to go to
the next stage — and enjoy the results!

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Inexpensive Ideas for Critter

Accessories!

Andrea: The dollar store is my best friend, there is
always something fun | can pick up for my critters
without having to spend a ton of money. Here are
some helpful ideas to keep your critters amused
while still having some extra cash in your pockets!

Dishes — Hamster dishes in a pet store can cost up
to $10, and the cost goes up with the size of the
dish. You can pick up crock dishes one or a set of 3
at the dollar store for a buck! Also try tea light
candleholders as dishes for your
hamsters/mice/gerbils. Make sure all are ceramic
and a good weight so they don’t tip over.

Clean cardboard boxes make great chews and
toys also. Dried natural apple tree branches can
also be fun for many critters and helps keep their
teeth healthy and trim.

Litter Pans — Aluminum disposable roast pans
can also be picked up at some dollar stores.
Rabbits won’'t chew them and if they start to look
a bit old you don't feel so bad throwing them out.

Hide Away Homes — Nothings cheaper then a
used glass jar. How about a clay or ceramic
flowerpot? Some oil scents warmers also can be
flipped over and used as a home for your small
pet, and yes you can find them at the dollar store
too!

Housing — Some people want their

Hay Nets for the little guys
-You can try and fold some
wire together to make a hay
net, or buy a bird suit holder,
they snap closed keeping
the hay clean while in the
holder. These cost about $6
and can be found in wild bird
shops or even Canadian
Tire.

hamster/mice/gerbils to have
the largest house they can fit,
but buying that pet's home can
cost a fortune. To save money
you can try buying clear
storage bins they are about $7
at Walmart. All you have to do
is make sure they are well
ventilated. So buying some
strong mesh and cutting the top
from the lid and attaching the
mesh can work well. This

Rabbit Play Time — Baby
toys! Rabbits love to toss around toys and if they
make a bit of a rattle noise the more fun it is. Look
through your kid’s old toys, ask friends whose kids
are older now or check out a thrift shop. Those
plastic sets of keys are a favourite. Does your
rabbit want to chew and tear? Recycle that old
phone book and allow your bunny hours of ripping
paper pleasure (If your bunny is ingesting a lot of
this, this may not be the toy for him/her). Does the
man of your house do a little woodworking? Those
cut offs of wood even can be fun for a bunny! Toilet
paper roll with some hay and a favourite treat
hidden inside, this will keep your bun amused for a
while.

Little Critters that chew - Save toilet paper and
paper towel rolls, your gerbil (and some hamsters)
love to chew up the cardboard. Fill it with hay,
maybe a treat or toilet paper and watch them go.

SARS BC
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housing would not be suitable
for aggressive chewers. Maybe you want an
aquarium? A lot of fish people have leaky
aguariums and have no clue what to do with
them, post ads on Craig’s list or other free local
classified asking for a cheap/free Aquarium
(whatever size you are looking for) stating it
DOESN'T need to hold water! Flea markets and
Thrift stores sometimes also carry animal cages
for reasonable prices.

Hammocks — Does your Ferret/Rat/Degu need a
hammock? Have an old pair of pants? Cut the leg
of the pants off for the size you would like for your
critter, cut a small hole in each corner and use
Pipe Cleaners (Available at the dollar store) to
attach the hammock to the cage. They can sit on
top or inside. And if you’re good with a sewing
machine you can come up with all sorts of fun
designs and styles. (Continued Page 11)

Reese:

Boxes — Many food products come in small boxes
that are perfect nest boxes for small critters. Some
of my hamsters’ favourites include Kleenex boxes
(minus the plastic on top), Q-tip boxes, and the
boxes that packaged teas come in.

Plastic containers — Empty yogurt, cottage
cheese, and ice cream containers are another
great option for nest

containers. It helps

that they’re more

durable than

cardboard and

they're washable.

Plastic flower pots

— Whenever | buy
plants | wash and
save the plastic pots
they come in. | cut
doorways in them
and put them upside
down in the cage so
they can be used as
a nest box or
hideout.

Old dishes —I've
recycled old unneeded dishes and kitchen utensils
to become toys and furniture for our rats. Old
plastic colanders work great for hanging beds,
plastic bowls can become cozy nests, and some
creativity with wooden spoons can turn a corner of
a cage into a jungle gym. Some of my hamsters
have enjoyed playing in a big plastic cup turned on
its side. They get inside and roll it along like a
hamster ball!

Old clothing - all of our old clothes are recycled
for the rats. Sleeves and pant legs can be hung as
hammocks, a pile of old socks can be fun bedding
to rearrange, and searching for treats in a giant old
sweatshirt is one of our rats’ favourite games.

In addition to using stuff around the house, | always
look around when I’'m at the grocery store. Most
places are happy to donate their “garbage” for
critters. Some of the things | find pretty often:

SARS BC
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Kool-Aid Boxes - | always check the Kool-Aid
display to see if any of the boxes are empty or
nearly empty. These boxes are PERFECT small
animal homes as they’re sturdy and they have a
pre-cut doorway. The dimensions are great for
little critters too.

Other boxes — | always take a look at any of the

employees’ trolleys that are piled with cardboard.
Often there are smallish
boxes that are great for critter
hideouts.

Paper bags — Paper grocery
bags are big fun for our
critters to hide in when
they're out playing.

Plastic wrap rolls — Grocery
stores use huge rolls of
plastic wrap to keep skids full
of boxes in place. The empty
rolls are very thick, about a
foot long, and are the perfect
width for animals as big as
degus and rats. They can be
hung in cages with chain or
twine, or put on the ground
as hideouts. They're very
durable chew toys. When | walk past the stock
room | stop and ask if maybe they’ve got an
empty roll in their garbage can.

Label rolls - Stores that wrap their own meat and
deli products often use big rolls of labels for their
products. These rolls are usually the same width
as the big plastic wrap rolls, but they aren’t as
long so they fit in smaller cages. They're the
perfect size for hamsters and gerbils. | hang
these rolls from the cage top to make “swings”
and | use them as toys on the ground in the cage.
My hamsters love to chew them and peel the
cardboard for their nests!

*Note: always make sure not to use plastic for
gerbils — they will chew and eat everything — and
these can cause intestinal blockages.

2. FOSTER

SARS BC is a virtual shelter, meaning that we
don't have an actual shelter but we rely on a
network of foster homes with people who kindly
open their hearts and doors to an animal in need.
Unfortunately sometimes we have to turn away
animals because of the lack of foster homes.
SARS BC is always in desperate need of foster
homes, especially for rabbits.

If you're interested in fostering an animal, please
visit our website. We will get back to you as soon
as possible. SARS BC provides cages and other
supplies like litter boxes, bowls etc. and will pay
for any medical treatment needed. The foster
home provides the foster animal with the daily
necessities such as food and bedding and of
course lots of TLC. Foster homes also get first
dibs to adopt the animal as we understand how
fast you can get attached to them!

Don't worry if you've never had a small animal
before. We'd be happy to show you how to take
care of them and we're always here to answer
your questions. We generally ask that people
foster the animals until they get adopted which
can be anywhere from a few days up to several
months. But we understand that sometimes
circumstances change and people are no longer
able to foster so we will find a new foster home
as soon as possible.
